A Brief History of AmCham
AmCham Indonesia has its earliest roots in a committee formed in 1971, consisting of individuals representing American companies operating in Indonesia. The committee, which became known as the American Businessmen’s Group, held informal meetings with the US Embassy and other key officials to gain greater insight into government policies.

In 1972, with the rapid growth of American investment in Indonesia, an American Chamber was first proposed. A special meeting of the American Businessmen’s Group was called on July 13, 1973, to further discuss this idea. After reviewing the objectives of other American Chambers, the Chamber founders decided that the goal of the American Chamber of Commerce in Indonesia would be to express the opinions of the business community on trade, commerce, finance, agriculture, and industry, and to disseminate useful information among Chamber members. From its inception, the Chamber acknowledged the importance of cooperative efforts, supplementing the activities of existing organizations rather than duplicating them. AmCham also emphasized the importance of being sensitive, as an organization comprising mainly foreigners and foreign business interests, to the concerns and interests of the host country, Indonesia.

By 1974, AmCham was well on its way to its current organizational structure. A constitution was drafted and approved, and the first officer elected. In July 1977, a signing ceremony was held between KADIN (the Indonesian Chamber of Commerce) and AmCham, establishing a KADIN Indonesia Komite Amerika Serikat (KIKAS), a joint committee of KADIN and AmCham.

AmCham Today
AmCham remains true to its early goals of serving as the voice of America’s business community and maintaining a spirit of cooperation with other organizations. Its size and activities have increased substantially through the years. Today, AmCham Indonesia has more than 400 members representing over 200 companies. It maintains issue-oriented committees, issues publications including a newsletter, hosts prominent Indonesian and American guest speakers, and provides briefings for potential investors. AmCham Indonesia also meets with prominent US and Indonesian government officials to promote Indonesian-American business interests.

· Access to positive exposure for your firm. You will be eligible to advertise in AmCham publications, promote employment opportunities with your company to American-educated Indonesians, and include company coupons, product samples, or brochures in AmCham new member kits and sporting event bags
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AmCham Indonesia Coordinators and Committees
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The AmCham organizational structure consists of a Board of Governors, Coordinators, Committees, and a secretariat with an Executive Director and staff positions. The Board of Governors is elected by the membership. Coordinators and Committee Chairs are appointed by the President. The secretariat and Executive Director are hired by the Executive Committee of the Board. Vice Chairs are selected by the Chair but approved by the President. 
Committees serve three functions; to serve the membership via information and issues exchanges, to lobby appropriate entities concerning the issues facing the committee, and to brief the Board of Governors. All members are invited via email to all committee meetings. Coordinators and Committee Chairs attend the monthly board meetings. In the absence of a committee chair, the Vice Chair attends. 
COORDINATORS: 
The Activities Coordinator asks for volunteers from the membership to chair, manage and organize major AmCham functions like the AmCham Thanksgiving Day Golf Tournament.  Other events may be suggested by the membership to the coordinator who will then present these ideas to the Board of Governors.  The Coordinator may or may not serve on the committee arranging the function. The Executive Director will participate in every event to assure the consistency of AmCham’s procedures. It is the coordinator’s primary responsibility to ensure that each event is properly managed, coordinated with the Executive Director, and reported to the board. In addition to working with the Executive Director, the Coordinator interfaces with other Chambers and organizations for joint events. 
The International Business Chamber Coordinator attends the monthly meetings of the International Business Chamber (IBC) and represents the interests of AmCham and works to arrive at common positions that represent the interests of all of the member chambers.  From time to time, the Coordinator may serve as the Chairman of the International Business Chamber.  

The Membership Coordinator, working with the Executive Director,  promotes membership in AmCham, administers and reviews membership applications, recommends appropriate dues levels, assists the AmCham office with the maintenance of membership records, resolution of membership-related issues, and the publication of the Membership Directory. 
The Programs and Briefings Coordinator plans events for the AmCham membership at large such as addresses by prominent Indonesians and Americans in the public and private sectors. Speakers are typically Government of Indonesia Ministers, US Government cabinet officials, CEOs, and other high-ranking representatives from major American and Indonesian corporations. The programs range from business lunches, to roundtable discussions, to special events in liaison with other Chambers of Commerce, KADIN, and various other AmCham Committees. Organizations who often avail themselves of this service are Congressional delegations and others on fact-finding missions from the US government, non-profit organizations, and current AmCham companies who would like their visiting US-based executives to gain an understanding of the business climate by hearing what others have to say about Indonesia. 
The USAID Liaison assists USAID by providing input to USAID, and sometimes to USAID sponsored project personnel as well.  The major input provided concerns American business sector views of the objectives, activities, impacts, timings, methods, directions, results, etc. of USAID’s projects. In addition, the committee reviews USAID projects from the point of their usefulness to the business community.

COMMITTEES:

The Corporate Citizenship Committee key function will be to maintain its traditional and critical assistance role during times of emergency through provision of charity donations (monetary; in-kind). The Committee will also implement a more sustainable, participatory, and institutional approach where corporations, both U.S. and Indonesian, will be encouraged to become increasingly engaged with the flow and utilization of their funds. Of necessity, this approach will require a longer-term commitment on the part of participating companies. Although committee membership is open to all, current Committee members consist of, among others, senior executives from international development consulting firms, the energy sector, shipping and moving companies as well as senior representatives from Jakarta-based NGOs and USAID. 
The Human Resources Committee has a three prong approach to improving the dialogue for AmCham members. The first is in relation to knowledge sharing. Here regular breakfast meetings are conducted to bring forward the latest trends around HR laws and management issues from leaders in the profession in Indonesia. The second prong is in knowledge creation. The focus here is on semi-annual workshops on emerging regulations and cooperation with organizations like Apindo and ILO promoting AmCham views as established in the workshops. The third area is knowledge management. This area focuses on providing knowledge to people on HR issues about laws or general questions of common interest in HR matters developed over time.

The Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) Committee meets regularly to discuss and exchange information on counterfeiting, parallel imports, patent law, trademark law, copyright law, and other related subjects of interest to knowledge-based American industries and businesses. The committee seeks to produce translations and position papers on proposed amendments to intellectual property related laws and regulations that affect American business in Indonesia. The committee seeks compatible government and non-governmental organization partnerships for joint lobbying in pursuit of better IPR law enforcement and public awareness for IPR issues. The committee is frequently called upon to provide informed opinions and recommendations to U.S. government agencies associated with IPR compliance and enforcement issues for Indonesia. 
The Manufacturing, Trade, & Investment Committee addresses issues related to the Indonesian economy with a special focus on economic and regulatory issues which affect American foreign direct investment in, and trade with, Indonesia. All sectors of the economy are represented in this Committee, including manufacturing, distribution, construction, agriculture, pharmaceuticals, and extractive industries. The Committee provides input to AmCham strategies and presentations to Government of Indonesia officials and business delegations. The committee conducts periodic business surveys that are used as the basis of AmCham's advocacy efforts. 2009 Chair: Urai Rogers 

The Mining Committee reports to the Board of Governors on the status of major developments on the mining sector and through meetings offers an opportunity for AmCham members to discuss issues and concerns relating to the sector. The Chair and Vice Chair also provide input to the Government of Indonesia on issues facing the industry. Through the Chair and Vice Chair, it serves as AmCham’s official link to the Indonesian Mining Association.

The Oil and Gas Committee reports to the Board of Governors on the status of major developments in the energy and extractive industries and through meetings offers an opportunity for AmCham members to discuss issues and concerns relating to the sector. Chair and Vice Chair also provide input to the Government of Indonesia on issues facing the industry. Through the Chair and the Vice Chair, it serves as AmCham's official link to the Indonesian Petroleum Association.

The OSAC Security Committee is AmCham’s link to the US Embassy’s Warden Committee by which the American business community can quickly be notified in the event of an emergency. The Committee is also charged with collecting and disseminating security information of interest to the AmCham community. As such, the committee concerns itself with issues like corporate & residential security, social & labor unrest, regional separatism, corporate espionage, drug trafficking, urban crime, police & military reform, and the general security of US citizens abroad. The combination of the AmCham Security Committee with the Overseas Security Advisory Council - Indonesia Country Council (OSAC-ICC) provides a direct link into the State Department’s Washington OSAC organization. This facilitates information exchange concerning security issues with other OSAC country Councils worldwide. It also formalizes the Security Committee’s contact with Embassy’s Regional Security Officer (RSO), strengthening the AmCham lines of communication into the Embassy. 
The Power Committee reports to the Board of Governors on the status of major developments in the power industry and through meetings offers an opportunity for AmCham members to discuss issues and concerns relating to the sector. The Chair and Vice Chair also provide input to the Government of Indonesia on issues facing the Industry.

The Services Committee provides one of the broadest possible opportunities for the exchange of information and industry trends within the Chamber. Its membership consists, amongst others, of bankers, insurance people, consultants, the legal profession, hotel and health services, shipping and moving companies but also a host of representatives from the oil, heavy equipment, and import sectors. Everybody gets involved and all participants contribute with observations and comments from the perspective of their own hands on experiences.

The Taxation Committee keeps abreast of proposed and actual changes in Indonesian tax legislation and regulations. The committee is charged with reporting to the Board of Governors on tax-related developments and their likely implication for various sectors. Areas of major concern to foreign investors and reforms which would improve the tax attractiveness of Indonesia are identified for possible communication by AmCham to government officials. 

The Teleconnectivity Committee meets to review and analyze issues facing the telecommunications industries in Indonesia. The committee's objectives also include working with Indonesian counterpart committees, such as MASTEL, KADIN and other ASEAN Chambers of Commerce and Industry, to discuss and formulate common positions on policy and deregulation issues. The committee regularly reports to the Board of Governors on major telecommunications and infrastructure developments.

This is open to firms or corporations in which majority interest is other than American, but having interest in commercial relations or trade between the US and Indonesia, having established a place of business or having its own representative in Indonesia.

Associate Company Alternate Member






ACA

This is open to all acceptable employees of firms or corporations who have qualified for Associate Company Membership with the provision of being specifically designated for such membership by the Associate Company Membership Representative.

This category is open to all individuals of U.S. citizenship resident in Indonesia who do not qualify for COR membership as defined under Company Representative above.

This category is open to any individual resident in Indonesia, employed by or associated with the US Government or US-based, non-profit organization, the activities and interests of which are in agreement with the objectives of AmCham Indonesia.
